Students on placement  support the school in a number of ways, including:

· supporting individual pupils;

· hearing pupils read;
· helping with classroom organisation;

· helping with the supervision of children on school trips;

· helping with group work;

· helping with art or subjects involving other practical activities.

· take responsibility for all or some of the whole class;

Students are not allowed to do the following activities alone:

· change very young children, or supervise them changing;

· supervise children engaged in PE or other specialist activities 

· take children off the school site without a teacher in charge.

The responsibility for the health and welfare of the child remains with the class teacher at all times.

Signing in 

When students arrive in the school they must sign in Reception . They will be given a visitor’s badge, which they should wear at all times. The signing-in sheet will give the date and time of arrival. They must also sign out, stating the time they are leaving, and return their badge before they leave.
Police checks

For the children’s safety, all students are required to have police clearance before they work in the school.

The headteacher has the authority not to accept a student if she  believes it will not be in the best interests of the children.

Deployment of students

It is the policy of this school that students on placement do not support in their own child’s classroom, as this can be distracting for the child, and perhaps place the class teacher in a uncomfortable situation..
Monitoring and review
The day-to-day monitoring of this policy is the responsibility of the headteacher. The headteacher will report to the governors termly, stating the number of students in the school..

This policy will be reviewed by the governing body every two years, or earlier if considered necessary.
